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Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Turbulent Decades: “On the Homefront”-Integrative lesson plan

Grade Level: 11
Materials: Paper, Pencil, textbook, computers (lab)
Summary (and Rationale):  World War II was a time of great turmoil all over the world, but especially at home in the United States. There had to be a sort of common nationalism across the nation in order for it to continue to run as such a prosperous nation. The people of the United States had to rally together regardless of race, gender, social class, etc for the common cause in order to keep America stabilized and powerful. 
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [10 minutes] We will briefly review the war in Europe, as well as the American’s road to the war, and The joining of America into World War II. These are the previous two sections of the textbook which will have been covered in previous class periods.

IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [45 minutes]-(integrated lesson)
For this particular lesson, the class will complete a miniature project. I will begin by providing the class with a data set about the atomic bombs dropped on Japanese cities by the Americans, which essentially ended World War II. There will be a graph describing the atomic bomb dropping at Nagasaki, as well as a primary source document of the personal diary of Harry S. Truman and his decision to drop the atomic bomb on the Japanese, this source specifically references a conversation between him and Stalin. The students will be assigned group members. They will then form a hypothesis about what would have happened if the Americans had not dropped the atomic bombs. After forming their hypotheses, the class will go to the computer lab to conduct more research on the bombings and create a PowerPoint or other type of presentation to back up or prove their theory. This will be presented to the class, and will possibly have to be presented the following class depending on time.
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [5 minutes]
During this time I will assign the students homework, and remind them to be prepared for their presentation tomorrow if they did not get to present today. 
VI. Independent Practice: [5 minutes]
The student’s homework will be to give a one paragraph description of the Korematsu v. United Sstaes court case.
