Subject(s): American History II
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Roosevelt and the New Deal
Grade Level: 11
Materials: Paper, Pen/Pencil, textbook (student & teacher), miniature toy basketball, small trash can. 
Summary (and Rationale):  President Franklin D. Roosevelt took office during a very tumultuous time. He took over when the United States was at the tail end of the Great Depression, and knew he had to do something to change the current situation in America. He launched a reform program, the New Deal which essentially brought America out of the Depression and led to widespread prosperity across the nation.
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [10 Min] Briefly review the Great Depression and the Hoover Presidency, so students can compare and contrast the two. 
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments: 
	Objectives
	Assessments

	When assigned group members, the students will be able to work together and correctly answer review questions about the New Deal lesson during a “basketball game.” They should be able to answer at least 70% of questions correctly with the help of their teammates.
	The class will play a review game towards the end of class. Each team should be able to answer approx. 70& of the questions correctly that are asked of them. The winning team will receive 3 extra points added onto their next test grade.

	When given three review questions for independent practice, the students will be able to correctly answer two of the questions. These questions will pertain to what we learned in class.
	When assigned the three review questions, called “Reading Check” within their textbook, the students will answer the questions on an exit slip, and should correctly answer two of the three.

a. Early years of Promise.



1. Beginning of political career in New York state senate-1910




2. Became assistant secretary of the navy-1913




3. Democrats chose him as candidate for vice president-1920 (lost election to Harding, but political future bright).




4. Struck with Polio in 1921, but continued on political path.



b. Return to Politics




1. Roosevelt never publicly mentioned paralyzed legs, and media respectful of his situation.




2. Elected governor of New York in 1928, and reelected in 1930-he earned a national reputation as a reformer.




3. Brain Trust


2. FDR Takes Charge



a. On November 8, 1932, the American people voted FDR into office




1. He received 472 of 531 electoral votes-landslide victory




2. Congress gained many democratic seats as well.




3. March 4, 1933-Innauguration-“The only thing we have to fear is fear itself…”



b. Restoring Confidence in Banks




1. 2 days after inauguration, Roosevelt ordered all bank closed for 4 days. 




2. Called Congress into session to fix banking problem-Emergency Banking Relief Act




3. Fireside Chats-President Roosevelt’s radio talks. He sat next to a fireplace in the White house as he spoke.



c. Hundred Days




1. After solving the baking crisis, FDR sent 15 proposals to congress for new programs to deal with nation’s economic problems…all were passed.




2. “Hundred Days” was the special session of congress that Roosevelt called to launch his programs-this lasted about three months. 




3. Optimism swept through the capital


3. The New Deal Takes Shape



a. New Deal-the laws that congress passed during Hundred Days, and months and years to follow.




1. New Deal laws affected banking, the stock market, industry, agriculture, public works, relief for the poor, and conservation of resources.

1. High priority to creating jobs




2. Work relief programs-giving needy people government jobs




3. Civilian Conservation Corp (CCC)




4. Federal Emergency Relief Administration (FERA)-Roosevelt appointed Harry Hopkins to lead

1. Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA)-one of the boldest programs launched during Hundred Days.

IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): ‘[30 Minutes] “Trashketball” The guided Practice for this lesson is a cooperative learning activity: Student Team-Achievement Division (STAD). The class will divided in half into two teams, this can be done with boys against girls, or just by dividing the class in the middle. After the two teams are settled, each team will have a turn to answer a question. The team may discuss the question with their teammates in order to come to an answer. When the answer is reached, the team will tell it to me. If it is correct, the team member who orally answered the question (I will go down the row of each team so everyone has a chance to answer) will shoot to try and get the ball in the basket. There will be tape placed on the floor to determine point value (1 pt., is closest, 5 points is farthest). This will be how the teams gain their points. However, if the team incorrectly answers the question, the opposing team has the opportunity to steal and win the points themselves through the same process. The winning team will earn three extra points on the next test. 
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [5 Minutes] I will assign students their homework during this time, which will be to answer #4 on the Chapter 25, Section 2 assessment in their textbook, which states: Compare Hoover’s and Roosevelt’s programs to combat the Depression. I will also answer any questions that students may have about what we covered in class.
VI. Independent Practice: [10 Minutes] During this time, the students will be answering their three “Reading Check” questions in their textbook. These questions will directly pertain to the lesson, and two of the three should be answered correctly. The answers should be written on an exit slip and turned in upon leaving class.
